Eligibility & Course Duration
Eligibility for the BNYS program is 10+2 with Physics, Chemistry and Biology with a minimum of 45% marks from a recognized Board. The
duration of Bachelor of Naturopathy and Yogic Sciences (BNYS) is five and half years including compulsory rotatory internship of one year.

Age Limit
Candidates should complete 17 years of age on or before 31* December in the year of admission, but have not crossed the age of 25 years as on
that date, are eligible to apply.
